Team Policies

Attendance and Participation
All athletes are expected to attend all team events, meetings, practices and meets. 

There are no unexcused absences from any team activity including events, meetings, practices and meets. 

If an athlete misses a team event, meeting or practice and is not excused in advance by the head coach, he will not participate in the next meet. The athlete's parent/guardian and the athletic director will be notified. 

If an athlete misses a second team event, meeting or practice and is not excused in advance by the head coach, he will be dismissed from the team. The athlete's parent/guardian and the athletic director will be notified. 

If an athlete misses a meet and is not excused in advance by the head coach, he will be dismissed from the team. The athlete's parent/guardian and the athletic director will be notified. 


Uniform Policy
The complete team-issued uniform set will be worn to all meets. The Boathouse uniform consists of singlet top, shorts, wind jacket and wind pants. The scrimmage shirt will be worn at preseason scrimmages.
Uniforms cannot be swapped by athletes without consent and knowledge of the head coach.

All uniforms must be cared for according to the manufacturer’s guidelines. Do not use fabric softeners or bleach. Do not place in a dryer or iron. Air dry only. 

Lost uniforms must be replaced. A fee of $200 per uniform set will be charged. Jacket: $70, Pants: $70, Shorts: $25, Singlet $25, Scrimmage shirt $10.
Uniforms must be handed in at the conclusion of the athlete’s season. Athletes failing to turn in uniforms will not get the final report card and will be charged a replacement cost of $200 per uniform set. Seniors will not graduate and receive a diploma until uniforms are returned or the replacement fee is paid.

Expected Behavior
Athletes must not behave in an unsafe manner. This type of behavior includes 1) unsupervised jumping and playing on jumping/vaulting pits, 2) unsupervised use of throwing implements, hurdles, weight training equipment and any other training apparatus, 3) general horseplay including playing with frisbees, footballs and lacrosse equipment. Violations of this policy will be subject to the same discipline schedule as described in the Attendance and Participation section.


Athletes are representatives of Moorestown High School and the Moorestown community. All athletes are expected to be ambassadors of their team, high school and town. Inappropriate behavior at meets and on the bus will not be tolerated. Violations of this policy will be subject to the same discipline schedule as described in the Attendance and Participation section.

Bullying, hazing, stealing and intimidation will not be tolerated. Violations of this policy will be subject to the same discipline schedule as described in the Attendance and Participation section. Any occurrences of these behaviors need to be reported to the head coach.
